GIMME THAT OLE’ TIME RELIGION

Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ,

Remember Palm Sunday in the “ole’ days™?
You came to church and it was a celebration of Jesus
triumphant entry into Jerusalem. It was all about the
shouts of “hosanna” and greeting the King of Kings.

Something happened to change that in- the
intervening years. Some time ago, [ don’t remember
exactly when, Palm Sunday became “Passion
Sunday.” We read the lesson about Jesus’ entry into
Jerusalem accompanied with shouts and people laying
cloaks and branches at his feet, but we did it at the
beginning of the service. But then the shouts of
hosanna quickly faded as we moved to the reading of
Jesus’ betrayal, trial, passion, death and burial. It was
like Good Friday arrived on Palm Sunday.

Some months back the Worship Planning
Team was talking about that “ole’ time religion” and
we wondered why that change happened. 1 didn’t
know for sure, but my suspicion is that it was because
both Maundy Thursday and Good Friday were being
completely skipped by most Christians. For whatever
reasons, many, if not most, people were jumping from
the Palm Sunday hurrahs to the Easter hoorays. And
in doing that, remembrance of the most sacred and
important day of the church year was lost: Good
Friday.

It’s not surprising that most of us would like to
skip over the cross. We don’t like them very much
when we have them in our lives, and we would rather
not believe that Jesus needed his for us either.

Good Friday is a two-edged sword. First, it
cuts us with a realization of the price paid for our sin.
And we don’t like thinking about that very much.
Who wants to be reminded that the death of Jesus is
our fault? But the second edge is the reason his death
is remembered at all: the second edge of the sword
cuts sin, death and the Devil to pieces. The Good
Friday cross of Jesus puts sin, death and the Devil to
death. - ' ’

That is what makes it the single most
important day of the church year. Good Friday is the
day of God’s victory over the death that entered our
lives with the commission of sin. The cross is God’s
ultimate promise that nothing, not even death, will
prevent him from loving us. To skip over that is to
skip over the most profound and important truth in the
history of humanity.

So, because so many people were skipping
over the most important event in history, the church
moved up the remembrance of Jesus’ passion to the
Sunday before Easter, what was Palm Sunday.

But this year, the Worship Planning Team is
bringing back “ole’ time religion.” This year we are
celebrating Palm Sunday as just Palm Sunday. We
will of course read the passion during Holy Week, but
it will be on Good Friday. We are asking, hoping,
praying, that you are willing to recover the habit of
observing Holy week with its extensive and beautiful
worship on Maundy Thursday and Good Friday as the
prelude to our Easter worship. (The church has
always understood the worship of Maundy Thursday,
Good Friday and Easter morning to be ONE worship
service. To arrive on Easter without having been here
on Thursday and Friday was thought to be like
arriving on a regular Sunday after the offering!)

So, if you are looking for “some of that ole’
time religion,” this is your year! The gifts of God are
never more beautifully remembered than in the
worship of the church in the “Triduum;” the unified
worship of Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and
Easter.

Come and worship.
Share and celebrate the greatest of God’s gifts.
